TORONTO. Today, Councillor John Parker (Ward 26) gave his endorsement for 
Mayor to fellow Councillor Rob Ford.   

 “Rob Ford is the only mayoral candidate who will deliver the change that Toronto 
taxpayers are looking for. For four years, I have voted with Rob Ford against David 
Miller’s tax and spend agenda. I had the privilege of serving with Rob’s father in the 
Ontario Legislature. I know that Rob is the best choice for Toronto voters,” said 
Parker. 

Councillor Parker was the only Toronto city councillor seeking re-election who was 
part of Rocco Rossi’s team. Upon learning that Mr. Rossi was pulling out of the 
Mayor’s race, Councillor Parker threw his support behind Councillor Ford’s 
energetic, forward-thinking campaign for change at City Hall.
